The Chronological Bridge to Life reviews eight
important truths that emerge out of the Bible's
story of hope:

God—Man—Sin—Death—Christ— —Faith—Life
We call this the ChronoBridge because the eight
concepts are presented in the chronological order in
which they emerge out of the story.

The ChronoBridge (1) clarifies the gospel
(2) personalizes the gospel, and
(3) encourages someone to
embrace the gospel.

Each bridge concept is reinforced with key Biblical texts.

The gospel-summary can be used to tell the Bible's big
story (metanarrative).
